Foot Health

The Foot Health Service offer a variety of different foot care services which include

· Laser Therapy

· Nail Surgery

· Podiatric Foot Surgery

They also offer treatment packages to remedy pain and alleviate the symptoms of foot problems related to one of the following conditions:

· Diabetes

· Rheumatoid Arthritis

· Peripheral Vascular Disease

· Neurological Conditions

The Foot Health services offer their services at a large number of sites, which offer a choice of convenient locations, close to your home or work. Clinical appointments are available between from 9am and 5pm.

If you are unable to leave your home due to ill health, they can arrange for someone to come to you. They also hold clinics in residential nursing homes and homeless hostels.

Healthy Start

Healthy Start offers a community-wide service to support all families with children aged 0-5 years.

Healthy Start health visitors are qualified nurses with special training and experience in the areas of child health. The service aims to promote the health of the whole community and after a major review in 2006 they became known as Healthy Start.
The Healthy Start team offer a wide range of services in Lambeth that include the following:

· Post-natal classes

· Child health clinics

· Domestic violence support

· Special needs advice

The Health Start team is made up of various health professionals with different specialist skills who work with you and your child in different ways. The team members include:

Health visitor

Community staff nurses

Child development advisers

Healthy start assistants

Co-ordinators

School Nursing
School nurses provide information, support and services to school children (19yrs & under), and their families who reside in Lambeth.

They provide a valuable contribution to the health and care of children and young people. They work in partnership with Social Care colleagues, voluntary organisations and support workers.

They deliver a wide range of services in schools, health centres and other venues. These services include the following:

· Child protection

· Immunisation

· Bed-wetting clinics

· Drop-in services in schools

Musculoskeletal 

The Musculoskeletal service is an outpatient service made of up of a team of seven staff members who assess, treat and educate each patient who is suffering from a presumed musculoskeletal dysfunction.

Their aim is to return the patient back to their optimum functional potential. Patients are encouraged to be active participants in the management of their condition and goals are agreed between the therapist and patient.

They offer treatment to remedy the symptoms related to the following conditions:

· Osteoarthritis,  back pain,  knee pain
· Soft tissue injuries, sprains and strains
· Sports injuries e.g Groin pain

· Frozen shoulder
· Repetitive strain/ work related disorders
